To whom it may concern, I spoke with Troy Crews about 2 weeks ago 

regarding this repair to the rafters, please let me know if there is any other 

information required for the permit. Thanks Eric Cameron

Scope of work: Repairs to home from tree damage.

Demolition:

1. Remove existing metal roof.

2. Remove existing shingle roof under metal.

3. Remove plywood roof sheathing that is damaged.

4. Ridge beam.

5. Soffit and fascia.

6. West Gable end siding. (upper section only)

7. Gutters on both sides of the damaged section of roof. (save for 

reinstallation)

Repairs:

1. Install new S.Y.P. (Southern yellow pine) ridge beam.

2. Install new 2x6 S.Y.P rafters next to all broken rafters using 12d 

nails 2 rows nailed 6” o.c.

3. Replace 2X6 outlookers and fascia as needed. (approx. 2 
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outlookers)

4. Install new plywood roof decking as needed, and nail entire roof 

with 8d .131 nails 4’ o.c. for the perimeter of each sheet of 

plywood and 8” o.c. for the interior area of each plywood.

5. Install new metal roof.

6. Install new Vinyl siding over house wrap.

7. Install new soffit and fascia.

8. Install reinstall gutter and down spout.

9. Plaster patch interior crack on wall in living room, and nails in 

kitchen.

10. Paint wall in living room that was patched and kitchen ceiling.

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There are a couple of issues I would like to address:

It is important to me that the house looks original once the repairs are 

complete, however the fascia that is on the house my supplier can not find, 

also it may be difficult to find the exact color of the vinyl siding currently on 

the gable end. If you have any information on the siding it would be very 

helpful to me in locating some for the gable end. If you have any extra 

siding it will most likely be the best match even if it is not faded, we will 

need to discuss this so that we are of the same mind set going in to the 

project.

I have talked with the head building official Troy Crews about the scope of 

work, he seems to be open to the idea of repairing the existing rafters by 

adding new rafters to the sides of the current broken ones, however I will 

not know for sure what they will require until I submit plans for 

permitting and they review. I am somewhat concerned they will require 

me to add hurricane strapping to the new rafters. Anything required by 

Columbia County Building Department that is not in this proposal will 

be an additional cost for labor and materials above and beyond this 

proposal. I will relate to you any additional items that are required by the 

county as I become aware of them.

My last concern on this project is the issue of mold or mildew, I do not do 

mold or mildew remediation, I will notify you immediately if I become 

aware of any mold or mildew. When we remove the insulation, I will notify 

you, and if you choose to have someone come and inspect and remediate any 

issues relating to mold or mildew that will be for you to address at that time.
